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Topic:  SLEEP and Healthy Living
To help you get started on your survey, think about the following steps to consider when planning for your data collection:

Part 1 – Survey Questions & Techniques for Collecting Data

· Determine what aspect of the topic you want to address (see brainstorming web from class)

· Create at least 4 questions (of different variety) to survey your sample or population.

· The wording should avoid biases, and be culturally sensitive. 
· If the survey question is personal, the participants should be anonymous.
Part 2 – Collect and analyze data
· Identify the population you want to survey and decide on the Sampling Technique

· If you select a sample, ensure it represents the population. 
· Consider the potential problems involved in collecting data from your population or sample.
· Collect the data from your chosen Sample or Population.
· Consider the timing of your data collection: does it avoid potential problems?
· Note:  Please ask participants to write their first names only on their survey
· Organize results using a spreadsheet

· Please use a Spreadsheet program such as Excel to display your results with a graph 
· Choose an appropriate display for the data, such as a table, circle graph, bar graph, or line graph.
· Analyze your results, what conclusions can you make?
